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From the Pastor’s Desk......

Today is the First Sunday of Lent and we read
from Deuteronomy. For its author, people and
identity are one. There can be no such thing as
people without memory because it is not enough
to share a common history; that history must be
kept alive in memory if it is to bind us together.
The same holds true for religion: it is our memory
of what God has done for us in history that draws
us together to celebrate and enables us to live in
hope. That is precisely what is happening in the
ritual in today’s text. The ritual is one of the old-
est in the Bible and is to be repeated by each
successive generation. Those repeating it will
remember those who lived the story and become
one with their ancestors. The event today is the
annual Harvest Festival. The “basket” offered
contains the ritual offering of “first fruits” reserved
for God. It is a story of God delivering his people
from Egypt and bringing them to a land flowing
with abundance.

Our excerpt from Romans is a joyful declaration
of faith which should apply to both sides of the
brain because it uses both logic and the compel-
ling influence of the heart. Paul is both teacher
and evangelist. Some people respond better to
the tugging of their hearts, but others need per-
suasive logic to draw them into faith. Belief in
Christ, he tells us, is transformative. It eliminates
the distinction between Jew and Greek but it also
transforms us from here and now to committed
doers of God’s word. What we speak with our
lips and believe in our hearts turns into concrete
action.

Following his baptism, Jesus enters the desert to
pray and ends up doing battle with the forces of
evil. In scripture, the desert is always a place of
trial. Jesus is strengthened in his relationship
with his Father but weakened by his fasting and
the devil seeks to take advantage. Notice that

each time Jesus rejects a temptation, Satan of-
fers no rebuttals, only new temptations.

Parishioners at both St. Patrick’s and St. Hed-
wig’s are in the process of receiving mailings from
the parish concerning the 2016 Catholic Services
Appeal. Money raised in this annual appeal helps
with the costs of Catholic Charities, St. Martin’s
Center, retirement costs for diocesan priests, and
now the added cost of the Marriage Tribunal be-
cause we have eliminated all fees for annul-
ments. At St. Hedwig’s, the assessment this year
is $10,910. At St. Patrick’s, the assessment is
$63,542. Those are both going to be tough goals
to meet, but I'm hoping that you will help me and
make a pledge. Pledges can be paid over the
course of the coming year or paid at once. A
monthly billing is sent out for balances. To help
kick off the appeal, | will personally pledge $1,000
toward the goal.

| will offer two Scripture classes during Lent on
March 2,9 & 16.

Twenty-three people from the parish
stepped forward and are now in the cycle of peo-
ple helping with this. I've never been in a parish
with a social conscience like you have. Makes a
pastor’s heart skip a beat. In addition, several of
you stepped forward to help with the Food Pantry
at St. Martin’s Center. And remember that this is
on top of all of the people who volunteer for our
own Food Pantry and our Homeless Shelter.




From the Pastor’s Desk continued.........

This past Tuesday evening, we hosted parish
ministers for Mardi Gras to thank all of those who
minister in the parish. We hosted a 5:30-7:30—
cocktail party for all of our Eucharistic Ministers,
lectors, ushers, choir, greeters, Station Keepers
and chairs of our various events. The invitation
included spouses because, if one party is giving
time to the parish, the other is picking up some
slack. It's a way not only to say thank you but al-
so to get parishioners to know one another bet-
ter. We held the event in the Yehl Room at Gan-
non University. Why not consider becoming part
of one of our ministries and joining us next year
for a fun evening?

My biggest challenge at St. Patrick’s is trying to
build community, getting people to know one an-
other, and events like this gathering of parish
ministers is one way to accomplish that.

Our Homeless Shelter ended this past Wednes-
day evening, and a special thanks to B J Lechner
and his team of volunteers for organizing and di-
recting the week. We had up to 70 guests on var-
ious evenings, served them a hot dinner, provid-
ed a shower, clean bed, coffee, etc. Volunteers
staffed the event from 7 PM until 7 AM the follow-
ing morning. It was a great deal of work and sac-
rifice on the part of everyone, but thanks to these
volunteers, it was a great success. A special
thanks also to all of you who supported this effort
with your donations. Those donations totaled al-
most $6,500, all of which was spent for rent, utili-
ties, cleaning service, dumpster, milk, coffee,
bread, etc.
